THREE BRANCHES OF GOVERNMENT
MAJOR PLACEY
1. Executive Branch- The part of the US Government that is concerned with carrying out Federal Laws.

2. Legislative Branch- The part of the US government that is empowered to make and pass laws.

3. Judicial Branch- The part of the US government that is concerned with justice and the legal system.

4. Desegregated- To put an end to people who use a place, institution or service to separate groups.

5. Impeachment- Process used to remove a sitting US President from office.

6. Article 1 of the United States Constitution- States that all legislative power belongs to the US Congress.

7. Judicial Review- The constitutional check on power that the Judicial Branch has on the President and Congress.

8. The President has the right to enter into treaties with other nations, but must do so with the consent of the Senate.

9. Two chambers of the US Congress:

a. The House of Representatives- Elected to two year terms.
b. The Senate- Elected to six year terms.
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
